CERF funds are provided to give communities a means to restore infrastructure or housing that severe weather or natural disasters negatively impact.  As part of the Commonwealth’s allocation from the CDBG program, these projects have been allocated $1,000,000 for 2010 with the maximum amount of $100,000 of CDBG funding per project.

Who Can Apply:  Only communities that have experienced a disaster and have a Declaration of Emergency from the Governor may submit an application for these funds.

Application Process: Applications will be accepted from May 1, 2010 through close of business on March 31, 2011.
